The University
of KwaZzulu-Natal Mechanical Engineering department
offers a four year degree, which atftends fo all these
engineering requirements, starting at an infroductory level
and advancing to a level where the students are well
prepared to take on any task of a Mechanical Engineer.

areplacement or substitute for Mathematics)

* A minimum of 50% for English and Life Orientation

Owing to high application numbers only first choice applicants
are considered.

Programme, which provides an alternative access route to
an Engineering qualification at UKZN.
